At the invitation of Bishop Udumala Bala, Bishop of Warangal and the Apostolic 

Administrator of Khammam Diocese launched our services at Karunagiri, Khammam on 6th 

July 2023, making our presence in the Diocese.  Much preparations went in with negotiation 

and coordination with Diocese Secretary Office.  The Apostolic Administrator and the 

Management were very cordial, cooperative and sympathetic towards the situations of initial 

stage of the community living and mission.

The mission is - “Community College” - with permission from Government of India for five 

Skill Development Programmes.   

The Courses are: 

1.         Computer course      - 6 Months. 

2.         Stitching and tailoring     - 1 Year. 

3.         Dress Making      - 6 Months 

4.         ECC Early child hood care  

(Montessori Teachers training)    - 1 Year. 

5.         Diploma in agriculture and animal Husbandry - 6 Months. 
 

At the beginning of their community living sisters were put up in Bishop’s House with 

boarding and lodging.  Later on, one of the buildings for the community was made ready and 

sisters moved into it on 1st September 2023.   

 

We have one year of Agreement with the Diocese and it will be renewed.  Sisters are paid 

salaries and mission is supported by the Diocese. 

 

The official Karunya Community College was inaugurated on 14th August 2023 by the 

Apostolic Administrator Most Rev. Udumala Bala represented by Sr. Showrilu Gundiga on 

behalf of the Council and in the presence and in the presence of our Pioneering sisters, Priests 

and Religious sisters.   At present we have 12 students – 8 for Computers, 2 for Tailoring and 

2 for Teachers’ Training.  At the end of the course Central Govt. award Certificates for their 

future employment. 

 

The entry into Khammam Diocese will open new avenues for our existence in the Diocese 

and promotion of vocations as it is Catholic belt. 

 

We wish our sisters abundance of Divine Grace to bless them with joy and happiness of the 

new mission, good health and happiness of extending our mission to new dioceses of 

Khammam.
